BOOKMARKS AND NOTES

While reading an e-book, you can use some tools to enable you bookmark pages and
make notes. Your bookmarks and notes will then be saved in your personal notepad,
which you can access at any time by using your login details.

To use bookmarks and notes, you need to first set u p an account.

If you haven’t selected a book yet, click on the Bookmarks button on the left hand side
of the screen

If you are reading a book, click on the Notes tab at the top of the contents column
If you haven’t already set up an account, click on create a new notes account link
Enter your email address and click on the create account button

The screen tells you that an email containing your password has been sent. Close
the window.

You should receive an email that gives you your password

Go back to the screen and enter your email address and the password. Once you
have logged in, you can add notes and bookmarks, and access any that you have
saved previously.
